Hawai‘i 1s truly a beautiful place unlike any other in the world. Beyond the physical beauty of the land is
the warmth and the friendliness of the peoples who live here. Those who encounter Hawai‘i are blessed to
discover the vast array of cultural traditions that come together to form the sentiment known as the Aloha
Spirit.

In this book, one will sample many cultural flavors and experience the Aloha Spirit firsthand.

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lkfroduction To Origawi Charms

The origami charms in this book, which range in subject matter, all fall under the theme of Hawai‘i. Although some of the
figures, or models, originated in other countries, they are very much a part of Hawai‘i’s diverse cultural heritage. Many of the
models are recognized as 1images of good fortune, several represent holidays, while others simply say Hawai‘i.

All of the models, with the exception of the Fortune Cookie, are coin holders. Each model has a pocket or compartment in
which to place a coin. Model sizes are based upon the American Sacagawea gold dollar. This beautiful and unique coin appears
to have more than just monetary worth. Its design and golden color have made it a cherished and possibly lucky keepsake. The
gold dollar is seen in most of the examples.

The models in this book were contrived around the concept of giving, whether as a single token of luck or as a circle of many
wishes in the form of a lei. It is in the giving, behind your feelings and intentions, that these models actually become charms.

The primary use for the coin-filled charms is as lei charms. Most are best utilized in lei made from lei netting or tubing; a few
may be strung. Several of the models are reinforced with extra folded layers, which make them more durable for wearing.

[n terms of lei charms, choice of paper matters. For instance, models created from foil origami paper are nice but definitely not
very strong, especially those models that are three-dimensional. Hence, it follows that you could use paper slightly thicker than
the norm to strengthen the structure of certain models. Please read the model information that heads the instructions of each.
Note paper size, especially any custom paper size, and finished model size. A recommended custom paper size, which must be
cut, will create a model that is of a more suitable size for lei making.

Another great use for origami charms is to add them to party or school goody bags. Again, use your judgment in selecting
models that won t crumple under pressure.

Many three-dimensional models can be presented in two-dimensional form. (Check individual model information for model
dimension.) In most cases, only little subtleties are lost, but then again, it 1s often the little subtleties that make a model
endearing. So overall, three-dimensional models are best in three-dimensional form. Two-dimensional charms may be useful
for greeting cards, letters, and thank you notes. For more 1deas and uses, see photographs of model examples.

Model Care

To msure that your gift doesn t unfold in the slightest upon receiving:;
« Use glue to lightly tack together layers that tend to separate. Use the least amount of glue possible.
The idea 1s to keep the appearance of individual layers and not to completely join them together as one.
o [f you have folded your gift in advance, use paper clips to hold and continue to set certain folds until you are ready to
present your model.
 Store models in airtight containers or plastic bags.
 Store two-dimensional models without coins between the pages of a heavy book.



Stringing Lei

A. The casiest way to string origami charms into lei is to use lei netting or poly tubing, which can be found at most craft or
seneral mechandise stores. Lei netting, which is tubular, stretches and conforms around any shape. It is available in many
colors. Poly tubing is available in widths of 2, 2.5, and 3 inches. It is sold by the roll or by the yard in different thicknesses.
[t is also available in packages of precut lengths.

Poly tubing in the 2-inch width is recommended for lej consisting of only the Coin Frame, Dolphin, or Shave Ice. The
Maneki Neko and Girl’s Day Doll will also fit into this width, or you could use the next size. Use poly tubing in the
2.5-inch width for all other models. If you are purchasing poly tubing specifically for the Chinese Lion, Rooster, or Lucky
Lii‘au Pig select the 3-inch width size. Please remember that these suggestions are based on models created from the
recommended paper sizes.

Poly tubing is available in several tints and in clear. The tinted tubing, which is sold mainly in 2- or 3-inch widths, is
somewhat dark and may obscure the colors and detail of your models. Clear is recommended. A strip of tinted tubing may
be placed within the clear tubing and used as background color. Cellophane or tissue can also be used in this manner. Or
create your own tubing or wrap from cellophane. Be sure to choose lightly tinted cellophane that is easy to see through.

In addition, you will need ribbon or raffia to section off the models in the tubing. Choose ribbon that does not fray. You can
also use other items for this task, including little hair clips or decorated hair ties, beads, little silk or ribbon flowers
(preferably with soft wire stems), or shells. Search craft stores for ideas.

B. To create a lei for the average adult, cut a length of tubing approximately 4.5 to 5 feet lon g. For a child, cut a length 3 to 3.5
feet long. Cut your ribbon to desired lengths. Fold the tubing in half to find its center. Place a model in the center and tie off
the tubing on both ends of the model. Place the rest of the models into the tubing. Remember to position the models
correctly on each side of the center model so that none of the models are upside-down when the ends of the tubing are tied
together. Section off each model by tying the tubing with pieces of ribbon. You may wish to Intersperse the models with
candies or little gifts.

It is also possible to actually string several of the models into lei. Use thick thread, yarn, or very fine decorative cord.
Follow the same procedure used to string coin frames, which is shown at the end of the instructions of the Coin Frame. Use
two lengths of cord if you want to prevent the models from spinning and revealing their other sides. Unless you have a very
long needle, such as a doll-making needle, you may need to unfold certain models in order to sew them from end to end. It
Is also necessary to glue pertaining layers or sides of a model together to secure the coin in place.

Many of the models can also be fastened onto flower or candy lei or goody bags with thread, yarn, or very thin cord. To
accomplish this, place a strip of clear tape on the back of your model. Sew one large running stitch 0.5 to 1 inch long
through the tape and back layer(s) of the model. Cut your thread to sufficient length. The tape will prevent the thread from
tearing your model when you tie it onto your lei or tie a goody bag closed. If you don t want the tape to show, place it on
the inside of the back layers of your model.

Fuit One: How To Use This Book

A. Supplies

1. Using the Enclosed Paper

This book includes paper specially designed for the Maneki Neko, Boy’s Day Carp, Girl’s Day Doll, Chinese Lion, Shave Ice,

and Pineapple. Each paper design, when folded properly, creates the same model seen in the book. The special paper is located
in a pocket on the inside of the back cover. Please note that the above-mentioned models may also be folded from plain paper.

How to use the enclosed paper:

* Select the correct paper by design or by label. Two sheets of cach design are offered.

» Use the printed X on your paper to correctly position it as shown in the initial steps of the model s instructions.

» Each instructional line and point on your paper is labeled with the number of the corresponding instructional step.
Match step numbers. The line on your paper may not always be the same color as the line in the instruction step.

» Not all steps have corresponding instructional lines printed on your paper. An asterisk will precede a step s number or letter
to inform you there is a corresponding line on your paper.

* Printed center lines, which enhance creases made by folding your paper in half, are not labeled.

* Folds are made exactly on fold lines and not on guide lines. Guide lines are provided as reference points. See example below:

*4. Fold edge to printed line 4.

2. Origami Paper

To make the charms, you will need perfectly square sheets of thin paper, such as origami paper. If you intend to use your
models as coin holders, the paper dimensions listed below are recommended for the models specified. These dimensions are
based on creating a model of suitable size in which to present the American Sacagawea gold dollar (you may substitute a
Susan B. Anthony dollar or, unless otherwise noted, an American quarter). Origami paper sizes are stated in centimeters as
printed on most origami paper packages. An equivalent size in inches is provided for those who wish to cut their own paper.
Please read the model information that heads the instructions of each model for suggested types of paper and custom paper
sizes. A few models recommend a custom paper size, which must be cut, to create models for lei.

* Origami paper 15 X 15 em, or paper 6 inches square, can be used to fold most of the charms in this book. This standard

origami paper size is the most popular and is available in a large assortment of prints and color patterns, as well as in
multicolored packs.




* Origami paper 17.5 X 17.5 em, or paper 7 inches square, is required to fold the Rooster. You may also use this size to fold
the Fortune Cookie. Paper of this dimension is sold in multicolored packs and in a limited assortment of designs. Use
origami paper 15 X 15 ¢cm to fold models of the Rooster for quarters.

* Origami paper 11 X 11 em, or paper 4.25 inches square, is needed to fold the Dolphin. This paper size is mainly found in
single color packs of paper or paper-backed foil. Models for quarters require paper 4 inches square.

* Origami paper 7.5 X 7.5 em, or paper 2.75 inches square, is required to fold Coin Frames. This paper size 1s available in
color patterns, a few prints, and multicolored packs. Use paper 2.5 inches square to frame quarters.

You can purchase origami paper in art, craft, and hobby supply stores or at stores that specialize in Japanese or Asian
merchandise. Hawaiian-Style Origami Paper (paper with Hawaiian prints used in this book), 6 inches square, can be found
wherever this book is sold or through www.islandheritage.com.

3. Other Supplies

You may also wish to have on hand: paper clips, glue, tape and/or double-stick tape, quality toothpicks, and a tapered
chopstick or similar item. Read the model information that heads the instructions of each model for any specific needs.
Supplies for lei making are described in the “Stringing Lei” section.

To measure and cut your own paper or to trim origami paper to a desired dimension, you will need at minimum: a ruler, a
pencil, and a pair of scissors. If you feel that this is not sufficient for your needs, I recommend using a quilting square, an
X-acto Knife with a number 11 blade, and a cutting mat. A quilting square is a clear acrylic template with precise grid
markings that allow you to accurately measure squares of many sizes. You can find quilting squares of various sizes and brands
at craft stores and sewing centers. Ask the salesperson for recommendations and on how to use the grid pattern to measure
smaller squares. With an X-acto Knife and cutting mat, you can quickly cut squares of all sizes without marking your paper.
These items are available at craft and art supply stores.

Each step contains a diagram and written instructions that show and tell you what to do. To help understand an instruction,
look at the next step to see the result.

. An intermediate step may also follow an instruction to show how to accomplish the required fold. An intermediate step is

labeled with a number and a lowercase letter.

Instructional drawings do not always depict edges and folds perfectly aligned as they actually should be. This is in order to
show existing folds and layers. In the example given under Precision , the left side is properly aligned while the right side
1s shown askew, exhibiting folds and layers.

. Drawings may be enlarged to clarify instructions. Significant enlargements are noted by the letter E.

When a section of a drawing is outlined with a box, only that section is magnified and shown in the following steps.

. Precision

Take your time and be as precise as possible. Press hard to make sharp creases.

. Match and fold all pertinent edges, creases, and points exactly together.

Align center lines when they pertain to a fold. A center line is a crease that runs through the center of your paper, model, or
a section thereof.

It lives in trees and is mainly found on Kaua ‘i, Maui, and the big Island. It weighs a
mere half ounce at the most and has a wingspan that reaches a little over a foot.
